Paper Industry
A Child's View of Papermaking – Sponsorship Opportunity $100,000

A colorful, interactive exhibit that helps the visitor discover how paper is made. This two-story exhibit is a large paper machine made for kids and adults to play on and learn.  Many topics are covered, including: the science and technology of papermaking, where paper can be found in your home, recycling, and the history of papermaking.  Scheduled for Completion 2007.
 

Raw Materials - Sponsorship opportunity $60,000
This exhibit shows the many materials that can be used in papermaking and how the final properties of the paper can be varied by choice of material.  Examples are various kinds of wood pulp fibers, as well as cotton, rayon and other synthetic fibers.  The exhibit explores the differences between hardwood and softwood trees and fibers, and introduces the concepts of “fiber” and “lignin.”  Completed February 2005    
Forest Mural - Sponsorship opportunity $40,000
Painted in the elevator lobby of the river level, this mural will connect the flow of the museum patrons between floors.  It will enable the guests to measure and identify trees, view the insides of trees through cross-sectional drawings, etc.  During all seasons, visitors will be able to explore the forest.
From Tree to Tissue – Sponsored by Georgia-Pacific Corporation $250,000
This exhibit demonstrates the full process involved in making paper, including scientific principles and considerations.  All stages of papermaking are shown, with emphasis on the scale of each stage.  An integrated walkway includes working models, graphics and interactive activities.  Completed February 2005

Recycling Exhibit - Sponsorship opportunity $125,000 
This exhibit will focus on the science behind recycling and the economic and environmental importance of recycling.  It will include an explanation as to why recycling is important; follow the lifecycle of a piece of recycled paper; explore how recycled material is an energy source, how chemicals and water are reused, and how pre- and post-consumer waste is recycled; and detail the history of recycling.  Interactive activities will combine with text and graphics to complete the exhibit.
Purdy-Weissenborn Paper Lab - Naming rights – Bruce & Barbara Purdy $70,000
The interactive lab is a crucial draw for school groups to the Paper Discovery Center, as some schools do not have access to scientific equipment and lab situations.  This lab is connected to the “Tree to Tissue” walkway.  Visitors can explore the scientific tests and mathematical activities that control the quality of paper and the mechanics of the functioning paper machine.  Visitors are invited to make their own paper and perform all the necessary tests, including brightness, density and strength.  Completed February 2005  

Water Lab – Sponsorship opportunity $250,000 
Papermaking didn’t grow up in the Fox River Valley by accident. The Fox River shaped the cities and their histories.  With a visit to the Water Lab, visitors will learn about the river’s vital role in the papermaking industry—both as a power generator and as a supply of water for papermaking.  One exploration table will be developed as model of a portion of the Fox River, including a dam, lock, and mill turbine/water wheel.  The other exploration table will showcase the water cycle, from the clouds to the mills.  A map of the Fox River, detailing river elevation, will cover the wall.  Space will be available for lab activities.

The Mill Experience - Sponsorship opportunity $250,000 

Moving overhead conveyors, with staged products, will be added to the first floor above the “Machine Mechanics through a Child’s Eyes” exhibit.  This will bring the mill to life and give the impression that people are standing inside a working mill.  The conveyors will converge at a point in the “Machine Mechanics through a Child’s Eyes” exhibit, where interactive activities will be staged (see below). 

Machine Mechanics through a Child’s Eyes – Sponsorship opportunity $200,000
Visitors will learn that machines do useful work for us and simple machines (using levers, pulleys, inclined planes) use less force than we would otherwise need.  They will “operate” conveyors and “package” products in a never-ending cycle.  A crane, employing the use of pulleys, will allow visitors to move “heavy” equipment from one place to another.  A large magnetic board with the outline of a machine will be outfitted with magnetic gears and parts, challenging visitors to design their own machines.  
Multi-Sensory Paper Machine – Sponsorship opportunity $200,000
A film to be developed for the theater, allowing 40-50 people to feel as if they are moving through the paper machine. Visitors will come face to face with a papermaking machine, providing them with a sense of scale and reality, including sight and sound. 
Logistics – Sponsorship opportunity $150,000
This exhibit details the true global nature of today’s paper industry.  Visitors will enter a central dispatch station and, through GPS, be able to see where trucks are in route, carrying product.  A point of discussion will be the competitive turn-around time from production to use of products.  

Paper Industry International Hall of Fame – Sponsored in part by Metso Paper USA, Inc. and Elis Olsson Memorial Foundation Sponsorship opportunity $30,000

The Hall of Fame is a significant part of the visitor experience through its celebration of the accomplishments of inductees.  A computer station provides information about all the inductees.  Videos, biographies and other information are accessible.  Visitors are able to search the database by name, country, and year.  Completed September 2004

Paper’s Heritage 

Paper Sculpture – Naming Rights - Doug & Carla Salmon Foundation $25,000
Visitors are amazed by this beautiful and unique piece of art that welcomes them to the Paper Discovery Center.  The sculpture, created by Appleton paper artist Tom Grade, is called “Paper Journey” and traces the spread of papermaking from China to the four corners of the globe.  Included are watermark images representing the 28 countries and cities depicted in the sculpture. Completed March 2005

Paper “For the Ages - Sponsorship opportunity $150,000
The film will give a chronological presentation of the history of paper, showing the invention of paper in China, through the first printing press by Gutenberg, to the introduction of papermaking in the US and locally.  The film will make use of fun graphics and be developed in a cartoon-style manner.  The film will be 5-10 minutes in length and geared to fourth grade students studying state history and sixth grade students studying world history.
Timeline – Sponsored by Pat & John Streur $15,000
The detailed timeline of the worldwide history of paper will be spelled out on the accordion panel walls that surround the temporary classroom space in the river level.  The timeline will be attractive to the adult and industry audiences, as it will not only elaborate on key dates in history but discuss notable people, such as Hall of Fame inductees, and technological developments.
The 19th Century Atlas Mill – Naming Rights from Mona & Doug Dugal $15,000
This exhibit presents the history and architecture of the Atlas Mill.  Photo panels and interpretive graphics show how it has changed over time and its relationship to the Fox River.  Products manufactured at the Mill are also displayed.  Completed February 2005   
Oral Histories - Sponsorship opportunity $150,000
Oral histories will be collected and replayed thematically (for example: my first day on the job, shift-work, etc.) in a kiosk created with the three lockers salvaged from the Atlas Mill locker room (or alternative).  A more extensive oral history collection, captured on video tape and sorted by individual name, will be held in the library for private viewing.

Paper’s Impact on our Quality of Life

Health & Hygiene – Sponsored by Kimberly-Clark Corporation
This exhibit will show visitors what life was like before the introduction of tissue, toilet paper and other medical paper products.  Large graphic panels and images will show the living conditions and life expectancy, and the control of disease spreading, before and after introduction of these products.  The exhibit will be designed in a flexible manner to allow for changing presentations since the topic is very large and important.  Scheduled for Completion in 2007    
Paper In Our Lives - Sponsorship opportunity $125,000

Paper is not just for writing and the paper industry is not so far removed from our day-to-day existence.  Through the use of rooms in a house, this exhibit will give visitors a small glimpse of the 12,000 products made of paper.  The exhibit content will not overlap with the Health & Hygiene exhibit.  

Education and Communication - Sponsorship opportunity $100,000
The library, through this exhibit, will explore how the medium of paper has enabled world cultures to learn and communicate from the printed word.  Iconic headlines from newspapers (First World War to September 11th and beyond) will be continuously projected onto the northeast wall.  Turning points in history will be captured in detail in exhibit “newspapers” and “books” and be utilized through a scavenger hunt.  The library will continue to be open to patrons for research upon request.  Valuable, archival books and manuals will be displayed on the existing shelves but placed behind lockable glass doors.  

Money Exhibit - Sponsorship opportunity $125,000
A money lab will be created to explore ways in which the US government uses techniques to prevent counterfeiting, such as watermarks, microprinting, fluorescing features, threads, and holographic inserts in paper currency.  Also discussed will be the manufacture and printing of money.  

CSI Appleton - Sponsorship opportunity $150,000
This exhibit will be an interactive experience and enable visitors to solve a crime.  The exhibit, using materials supplied by the US Secret Service and others, will feature a situation room with a bulletin board detailing information on the case, evidence collected, and initial lab results.  Crimes will center on paper-related themes, such as forged artwork, contested wills, etc.  

Challenges to the Paper Industry
Paper In Balance: Environmental Economics - Sponsorship opportunity $125,000
The cost of products and their impact on the environment are directly related.  This exhibit will explore how countries around the world are beating the US at its paper production at a cost—the environment.  Visitors will be pushed to explore how the two concepts are directly related.
Environmental Stewardship- Sponsorship opportunity $125,000
The exhibit will compare the historical and current stewardship practices of the paper industry to water and forests.  The forestry component will compare the advantages of using renewable resources versus nonrenewable resources and examine sustainable forestry practices.   The water component will focus on the usage of water in papermaking and present the platform for exploration of PCB contamination and remediation of the Fox River.  

Industry Opportunities

Career Lab – Naming Rights from Lake States TAPPI $30,000
To help foster interest in the paper industry, the career lab will serve as a resource for students and visitors.  Computer terminals will enable visitors to learn about the many positions available in the industry.  Direct links to Websites of partnering companies and educational institutions will provide additional insight into career opportunities.  Through videos of people working the paper industry, volunteer docents and guest speakers, visitors will gain first-hand insight into the many career paths.  Scheduled for Completion in 2006    
Outdoor Learning Center – Sponsored by International Paper & State of Wisconsin  $250,000
A stand of trees with adjoining display pavilion and teaching stations will provide a dramatic learning venue for visitors.  The 15,000 square feet of property along the Fox River will provide an ideal, natural setting in which hands-on learning can take place.  The exhibits and teaching stations will explain the relationship of this natural resource to the papermaking process, as well as the history of rivers in development of pulp and paper mills.  They will learn how the sustainable forestry practices make a positive impact on the environment.  Visitors will also enjoy the beauty of the Fox River, home to numerous birds including such majestic species as bald eagles.

Nanotechnology - Sponsorship opportunity $ 125,000
Visitors will be able to explore the concept of nanotechnology and the impact it can have on the paper industry.  The majority of the exhibit will define nanotechnology and help visitors relate to the nanoscale.  They will explore how scientists “see” objects on the nanoscale through probe microscopy.  Basic hands-on stations will replicate these studies.  The exhibit will be designed to display new products/technologies that come as a result of nanotechnology.
